We are pleased to provide transportation for your child this school year.  We are very proud of the safety record of our school busses and the professionalism of our transportation team.
 
Please help us ensure your child's safety by following these simple, but important procedures:
 
         *Provide your child with a backpack or book bag.  Loose papers or other items are dangerous as
           children get on or off the bus.
         *Check your child's clothing for the presence of long drawstrings or other dangling items.  These 
           items could get snagged in the bus door as the child gets on or off the bus, and should be
           removed from clothing.  Bright clothing, and clothing or backpacks with reflective material 
           makes your child more visible at the bus stop.  
         *Make sure your child arrives at the designated bus stop five minutes early each day.  Children
           who are late for the bus may panic and chase it, or run into the road so please talk to them and
           discourage them from running to the bus.  
         *Insist that your child wait for the bus safely in an orderly fashion, back from the roadway.  
             Behavior problems at the bus stop can create hazardous conditions for children. 
         *When the bus arrives, your child should wait for the bus driver's signal before boarding.  Children
           should board in single file.
         *Teach your child to sit quietly during the ride to and from school.
 
Behavior problems could distract the bus driver and result in an accident.  It is important that our drivers are able to concentrate on driving the route safely.  If anything makes your child feel unsafe on the bus ride contact us immediately.  If your child will not be riding the bus, please contact us before 6 a.m. for morning route and 2:00 p.m. for afternoon route at:  The Department of Transit Services (715)799-3222.  We are deeply committed to the safety of your child as well as all our community's children.

Getting On and Off the Safe Way
·         Always be on time with your school things tucked safely away.
·         Never run to or from the bus.
·         Wait for the bus at a safe place away from the road.
·         Wait for the bus to stop before approaching to get on.
·         Remember if you can touch the bus, YOU ARE TOO CLOSE!
·         Your driver will tell you when to get on.
·         Walk up the steps, one at a time, using the hand rail.
·         Never push or shove.
·         IF YOU DROP ANYTHING IN THE DANGER ZONE LEAVE IT. 
         NEVER, NEVER STOP TO PICK IT UP!
·         Sit facing the driver, feet in front of you.
·         Keep the aisle clear at all times.
·         ALWAYS LISTEN TO AND OBEY YOUR 
         SCHOOL BUS DRIVER!
Getting Off the Bus
·         Use the handrail.
·         Do not push or shove.
·         Walk don't run away from the bus.
·         Never go behind the bus.
·         Go right home.
Crossing the Street After Getting Off the Bus
·         If you must cross the road after getting off the bus, use the 
         10 GIANT STEPS as a guide to take you out of the DANGER ZONE
         at the front of the bus.
·         Be sure you can see the driver and that the driver sees you.
·         Watch for the driver's signal that it is safe to cross.
·         Stop when you reach the edge of the bus.
·         Look and listen both ways to be sure it is safe before you cross.
·         IF YOU DROP ANYTHING IN THE DANGER ZONE LEAVE IT. 
         NEVER, NEVER STOP TO PICK IT UP!
·         Walk never run across the street.
·         Go right home.
Crossing the Street to the Bus
·         If possible, have an adult help you cross the road.
·         Before crossing, be sure you can see the stop arm and lights flashing.
·         Wait for the driver's signal before you start to cross.
·         Look and Listen both ways to be sure it is safe before you cross.
·         Walk never run across the street.
·         STAY OUT OF THE DANGER ZONE AT ALL TIMES!
·         IF YOU DROP ANYTHING IN THE DANGER ZONE LEAVE IT. 
         NEVER, NEVER STOP TO PICK IT UP!
 
 
Danger zone 10' from bus all around
Emergency Evacuation the Safe Way
·         Listen to the driver's instructions for the correct exit.
·         Be calm, quiet and don't panic.
·         Leave your belongings behind.
·         Exit seat by seat alternating rows.
·         Leave the bus quickly without pushing, or shouting.
·         Walk to a safe place and stay together.
Railway Crossing Evacuation
·         Listen to the driver's instructions for the correct exit.
·         Go away from the tracks as far as possible in a direction 
         (at a 45 degree angle) toward the train to avoid being hit 
         by debris from the crash.
