The Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation has confirmed that the 
recalled products have been distributed in Alaska.   
 
No illnesses have been associated with the products. 

Salmonella is an organism that may cause fever, nausea, vomiting, abdominal 
pain and possibly bloody diarrhea in healthy individuals. It can cause serious 
and sometimes fatal infections in young children, frail or elderly people, and 
others with weakened immune systems. Consumers with these symptoms should 
consult their health care provider.  

Consumers who have purchased these products are urged to discard them and 
contact Frontier Products about a refund.
